• Town of Bristol Park Clean-up Day – Saturday, April 20, 2024 starting at noon

he isn’t available.

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• New trees were planted near sign in retention area 
o Planted on Town of Bristol property.  The town is not mowing, so it doesn’t seem to be 

an issue. 

• A neighbor puts old appliances outside in front of their garage.   
o Matt will send a friendly reminder that these need to be removed. 

• The neighborhood sign on the NE corner has overgrown trees on either side of it and doesn’t 
look very nice anymore. 

o Remove existing overgrown evergreens on each side and plant something new. 
o Tamara to work with SRBs to get a quote to remove the trees and suggestions and a quote 

for planting new ones. 

• Post seasonal reminder on social media that RVs, boats, and trailers can not be parked in  
driveways or on the street for an extended period of time.
